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Some xeno-stereotypes in the conceptual picture of the European Parliament
The article is devoted to the study of the political discourse of modern
Europe. The debates in the European Parliament concerning the relations between
the EU and Russia for the last years and the crisis situation in the Ukraine in 2014-
2015 become the subject of the analysis. The attention is paid to the roles of
political elite discourse and, in particular, to the discourse of parliamentarians in

the formation of the conceptual stereotypes used for manipulation with public



consciousness. The research based on the principles of critical discourse analysis is
aimed at the identification of language and speech mechanisms of the creation of a
negative Russian image, necessary for some international political actors as an
ideological lever under the conditions of the modern geopolitical competition. The
article defines the linguacognitive status of the statement’s presupposition and
emphasizes its role in a suggestive impact on the audience, reveals some semantic
and discursive evaluating properties of the influencing discourse presuppositions.
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
