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The occupation of Stavropol region by the German troops (August, 1942 —
January, 1943): the scale of losses of the economy and population

The article considers the events happened from August, 1942 to January, 1943 in Stavropol region during the Great Patriotic

War. By the beginning of August, the German troops launched a massive attack in the Caucasus, trying to capture the material, raw

material and food resources in the region. Soviet troops were unable to hold back the enemy, and by the end of July, 1942 the territory

of Stavropol region had appeared under the threat of the German occupation. The evacuation process, according to the authors, took too

long and there was practically no time for the evacuation of dozens of factories and plants, their equipment and raw materials. During

the occupation of Stavropol region the German army pursued the predatory policy, trying to extort from the economy of the region

maximum material, food and raw material resources. Especially extensive damage had been caused to the national economy of

Stavropol region: the majority of large defense industrial enterprises, plants and factories, collective farms and livestock farms were
destroyed.
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
